There is a tradition that St James travelled as far as Spain preaching the good news of the 
gospel. In the Middle Age, this tradition led to the church of Santiago de Compostela 
becoming a centre of pilgrimage for Christians from all over Europe and it remains so to this 
day.  One of the reasons for going on a pilgrimage is to take time to concentrate on your 
spiritual life and to spend time in prayer.  Pilgrimage helps us to focus on the things that are 
important to our Christian life and helps us to prepare to move on in a positive way when 
we return to life at home. 
 

We are preparing to start a new phase in the life of our church as we continue our search 
for a new vicar. I would like to suggest that we should lay a foundation of prayer for our 
preparations and we can do this by going on a pilgrimage. But rather than going to Santiago 
de Compostela we should set aside an hour to pilgrimage around our own church of St 
James and pray for the building and for our church family.  In our pilgrimage we can ask for

¶ Tony's Travels:  By The Rivers Of Babylon;  Part 8 
 

Another Friday morning in Baghdad, but with a difference because I am up before first light 
for an early start.  Little traffic about at this time on a Friday, and as I peer out of the 
window at the street below there is the first faint light of day.  I have never been up this 
early before in Baghdad and I stand and watch as the dawn arrives gently, stealing quietly 
along the streets and across the domes and minarets of the sleeping city.

of the care we provided for a few days during his recent illness.  As I approach the car the 
normally morose and taciturn Hassan uncharacteristically leaps out to greet me.  He is

his features finely fashioned for melancholy. His new aspect is unexpected and faintly 
unnerving.  But of course he is simply delighted to be well again, to be going home for a 
day, and moreover getting a free lift there and back.  
 
It is about 55 miles west to Buhayrat al-Habbaniyah, and Hassan talks in fractured English 
most of the way there, as if he is making up for his previous weeks of silence.  Unfortunately

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for me he turns out to be something of a football fan, and having learned from Brian that I 
lived and worked in Manchester for a time interrogates me about the Manchester United 
team as if I must know them all personally.  I am not a football fan (I prefer Rugby Union) 
and it proves tedious to field a conversation for 55 miles on topics such as the merits of the 
4-4-2 formation and the risks of hoofing the long ball upfield directly from deep defence.  
Brian as usual says nothing, his excuse is that he needs to concentrate on the road and he is 
quite right because there are some mighty pot-holes lying in wait for the unwary traveller.  
Quite soon after leaving Baghdad we leave the irrigated fields and we are in to the stony 
desert.  As we drive west, the earth around us seems completely devoid of fertility, and the 
occasional dry river beds we cross are like tongues reaching out for water.  The sun is rising 
in the sky, thankfully not in our faces, and the car starts to get hot because the air-con is not 
working properly; even worse, there is a leak so the condensate is dripping in to the

for one of his uncles.  Introductions are made but there are so many people I am rapidly and 
totally confused.  We know that Hassan is a Sunni Moslem but he has never appeared 
particularly religious, however some of his relatives obviously are because there is no 
alcohol and although the women serve the food they do not talk to us, they avert their eyes 
and keep themselves veiled and apart from the men.  When the party shows signs of 
winding down in the afternoon Hassan suggests we take a drive to the lake, but by this time 
the car has been standing in the sun for a few hours and it feels like it has been plugged in 
to the mains, so we switch on the engine and the ineffective air-con for a few minutes 
before we get inside and drive off.  Even so it feels like we are driving a mobile barbecue, 
and the hot tyres sing gently in the soft and melting blackness of the tarmac beneath the 
unforgiving sun.  The most interesting thing about the lake turns out to be the luxury villas 
built near the shoreline, needless to say belonging to the ruling élite.  After an hour or so 
enjoying the cooling breezes by the lakeshore we set off back to Baghdad, but not before 
Hassan has wandered off to talk to some of the local fishermen he knows and returned to 
the car with a large cardboard box.  Of course it is full of fresh fish which Hassan will trade 
in Baghdad but it is not an ideal cargo to carry in a hot car and as we journey back to the city 
with the windows wide open we gradually smell more and more like an afternoon fish train 
from Grimsby. 
 
Back to the Agadir Hotel for a quick shower, because I smell of fish and seem to be thinly 
coated in syrup and dead flies.  Then it is time for my second party of the day.  The French 
steel erectors have almost finished their work and are leaving for home in a few days, so

They have a good cook (of course) and plenty of wine, brought in I know not how.  In fact 
they have basically two sorts of wine;  there is ordinary wine for slaking the thirst, which 
they drink like water with their meals, and there is fine wine that costs very much more, 
which they drink in quite a different and reverent way, tasting it slowly and discussing it.  
Fortunately on this special occasion we have the fine wine.  These steel erectors have 
proved to be competent and hardworking and I have grown to respect and like them.  In 
some respects they conform to the French stereotype; the queue is unknown to them, and 
sometimes in a crisis they do come right up to you, wave their arms and shout at the top of 
their voices.  And unlike the English, who feel obliged to apologise for everything, the 
French see no reason to apologise for anything.  Anyway the party goes well and when the 
wine has loosened our tongues a little, but not yet quite stolen our brains, the foreman asks 
me what I think, off the record, about the original silo structure which collapsed and the 
new one they have just built.  So I tell him frankly that any first year engineering 
undergraduate could have spotted in a minute that the first design was nonsense, being 
more of a mechanism than a structure, whereas the new design is completely to the other 
extreme and could support a battleship.  He is in a good mood and has had a fair bit to drink 
so fortunately finds this very amusing.  The party is a great success and has a satisfactory 
conclusion as far as I am concerned, since I have my fill of good food and wine, and wake up 
the following morning in the right room in the right hotel, if somewhat the worse for wear.   
 
The following morning I am talking to one of the English engineers on the factory 
production line and mention the leaving party of the previous evening.

¶ More news on the Vacancy 
 

On Tuesday 1st July we held a Stewardship Meeting in the Church Hall 
with the Revd Canon Chris Lilley as our guest speaker.  Following this 
meeting he met with members of the PCC to discuss possibilities for the 
future and has agreed to work with us ... The following statement has 
been read at both services on July 7th. 
 

"The Revd Canon Chris Lilley has offered to work with the PCC and 
members of the Priory Church at Deeping St James as a consultant on 
behalf of the Archdeacon of Boston to continue the process of 
discernment about the appointment of a new priest.  Canon Lilley is willing to meet any 
members of the congregation and will be available on Monday 21 July prior to a meeting 
of the full PCC that evening. Further dates are available if more one to one meetings are 
needed. 
 

The PCC will consider the range of possible types of clergy appointment suggested by the 
Archdeacon together with a further option of a full time priest dedicated to building up 
the mission and ministry of the church. The PCC will also consider issues relating to 
"mission community", and in particular the links with Market Deeping and the shared 
mission opportunities with residents living between the hearts of the two communities. 
The PCC plans to hold an open meeting of all church members to further consider the way 
ahead and Canon Lilley will again be available to attend that meeting."

These one-to-
one meetings will be confidential and you can feel free to express any matters in 
connection with the vacancy.

Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ 
 
I imagine that many of you reading this letter are 
preparing to take a summer holiday.  
 
Whether you're going away or staying at home, the 
summer months are often a time when we're able to 
change gear and slow down a little.  They are an 
opportunity for some rest and relaxation. 
 
It's easy to fall into the trap of thinking that we are only doing God's work if we are 
busy. It is true that our faith must be expressed in action, but should only ever be 
part of the story.  That action must be informed by prayer and reflection.  The 
gospels tell us that Jesus often got into a boat and took himself away from the 
crowds after busy times, so that he could spend time alone with God. Jesus knew 
how important it was to make the time to do that.
