With so much need in the world, it is
hard to believe that our individual contributions can make a difference. Of
course, we are wrong. They can and do, as the following story illustrates.

Keeping hope alive:
‘education for life’

Eighteen-year-old Nadia Kabula’s story is not an extraordinary one. For many
people in the Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC), life is a struggle.
Following ten years of conflict, malnourishment and preventable diseases still
claim thousands of lives each week. Christian Aid partner organisations are
helping to rebuild lives and livelihoods in some of the DRC’s most vulnerable
communities.

After the greatest challenge of Nadia’s life, Christian Aid partner Humanité
Nouvelle was there to help her focus on the future and the hope of a better
life.

Nadia’s father died suddenly two-and-a-half years ago. Her grieving mother,
Brigitte, struggled to provide for her six children. Even though Brigitte works
gruelling 48-hour shifts, some weeks her transport costs total almost as much
as her weekly salary.

Nadia was profoundly affected by the death of her father, whom she adored.
And his death had immediate practical implications. There was no money to
pay for her schooling, so she had to drop out and care for her younger
siblings while their mother worked.

Families like Nadia’s often hear about Humanité Nouvelle’s tailoring course
through their local church. The course helps poor girls to develop skills to
support themselves and their families. Nadia explains why girls in similar
situations turn to sex work: ‘They need to pursue their education and, with a
lack of means, get desperate.’

It would have been easy for Nadia to despair. But instead Humanité Nouvelle
‘have given me education for life’, she says. She completed the course and
now helps to teach the new intake of girls.

Nadia still takes care of her siblings, as well as being a mentor at Humanité
Nouvelle. Her mother describes her as ‘a blessing... [without her] things would
be very hard’. And it’s not just her family who speak so positively of her — her
pastor also talks about the inspiring influence of her gospel singing.



Nadia is confident that she can earn a good living from sewing and she is
clear about her priorities: ‘If God helps me... | will do all | can to take care of
my siblings and my mother.’

As collectors we can be inspired by Nadia. Even in difficult circumstances she
is planting seeds of hope around her.

And Nadia’s mother has a message for us:

‘You volunteers should not be discouraged when you're turned away from
houses. You should carry on because without that money it would be very
difficult for... children from destitute backgrounds to get training, get a job and
secure their future.’

Your time and money are more valuable than you know. You could give a
chance of a brighter future to another young person like Nadia, and support
them to bring hope to the people around them.

The ripple effect of collecting at Christian Aid Week is immense — by taking
part you are working alongside people like Nadia to help change the world. In
the DRC:

e £5 could buy six yards of material, from which a three-piece woman’s
outfit can be made

e £10 could provide a girl with enough material to complete a 12-month
tailoring course

e £40 could pay the monthly salary of a tailoring instructor.

At the moment there is no evidence of an early meeting
between Sabine Baring-Gould and Ben Preston between
mid-May and August 1864. There does not seem to be any
reason for one on a professional basis and SB-G certainly
had precious little time for recreation. There is a much more
important consideration to take into account. It would have
been the height of folly for a comparatively young and
unknown person in SB-G’s situation to copy or plagiarise
the work of Ben Preston or any other Yorkshire poet who
had by now begun to establish a reputation, albeit local. He

would have risked his position, honour and above all his future in the church.
Moreover SB-G was new to the area and keen to settle and establish himself
in an unfamiliar community. An inspection of Ben Preston’s work reveals
nothing of a similar nature or metre but this modest, kindly and gifted man did
not just write in the then fading Yorkshire dialect. (Many Yorkshire folk today
find it difficult to understand the speech of their Victorian age). Examples are
‘Hymn for the New Year’, ‘Thy Kingdom Come’ and a lovely poem called ‘A
Christmas Hymn’. (It would be interesting to know if anyone has set this). It is
an early poem ‘The Locomotive’ which was published in the Bradford Argos
that brought Preston some local fame. For the benefit of our railway fans this
was written on the occasion of the opening of the Aire Valley line and the
excitement of this is portrayed in the rhythm. There may be a touch of the
influence of Byron in this poem c.f. ‘The Destruction of Sennacharib’.

The neigh of the dragon, a terrible cry,

Wild piercing, and shrill, has gone up to the sky;

He pants for the start, and he snorts in his ire,

His life-blood is boiling, his heart is on fire.

His might how terrific how regal his train

A comet in harness he shoots o’er the plain,

Tho’ wingless, he leaves even the eagle behind,

He is strong as the torrent, as swift as the wind. Etc

In 1881 Ben Preston’s poems were gathered from different sources and
published. SB-G who had obviously become acquainted with Preston by now
as he had written on the cover-:

‘Mr. Preston is no oddity but a very remarkable man whose poems
deserve to be better known and more widely read than they are’.

At this time SB-G and his wife, Grace, herself a Horbury girl and who bore him
no less than fifteen children had been living in Essex for ten years. They had
left their last Yorkshire parish of Dalton where living conditions had been poor
and had accepted the Crown Living at East Mersea
through the offer made directly by Prime Minister Mr.
William Gladstone. The P.M. had taken interest in SB-G’s
work ‘The Origin and Development of Religious Belief
‘which had begun as a reply to Darwin’s ‘Origin of the
Species’. By now Onward Christian Soldiers had
become very popular but it had received a different tune
through the enthusiasm of the editor of Church Hymns
Wiliam Gladstone | With Tunes, Arthur Sullivan, no less. In 1871 Sullivan
1809-1898 wrote his stirring tune and together with the invention of
the organette which recorded the Haydn tune on punch
card and later the Sullivan tune the hymn became popular everywhere.
Sullivan’s tune instinctively captures the mood. The march like melody reflects
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those men and women of Horbury on their travels
around the villages on their feast day with the cross
leading the way.

It is a sad fact that in modern times people and
especially some hymn book editors have completely
misconstrued the meaning of these wonderful words. In
hymns ‘Old and New’ the rewritten words begin ‘Onward
Christian Pilgrims’. What is the point today of singing a
march like tune, composed to epitomise a smart,
uniformed and purposeful well disciplined group, to
words which have the climax on the wrong note and depict a crowd of milling
and confused individuals? Christian Soldiers marching as to war, hell’s
foundations and the Cross of Jesus are all correct in scripture in its allegorical
context. SB-G refused every request to use the Hymn in a military context
pointing out the scriptural imagery was the essence and that we are marching
AS to war. Even in early days there were those who misconstrued the concept
of OCS. Some hymnals omitted the fourth verse and the Bishop Bickersteth
suggested altering ‘With the cross of Jesus’ to ‘with our Lord and Master
going on before’. SB-G would not agree. Moody (of Moody and Sankey fame,
or better, infamy) refused to give out the hymn. A certain bishop at the
beginning of a service, which opened with OCS pointed to the cross and
ordered it to be confined to the vestry, much to the chagrin of the crucifer and
choir. There was just time for the choir-men to organise a counter-attack. At
the end of each verse in very loud unison voices they sang-:

Sir Arthur Sullivan
1842-1900

‘With the cross of Jesus
Left behind the door!!’

Every account of SB-G portrays him as a caring, honest and thoroughly
decent man. When he assumed his title of Squarson in Lew Trenchard,
Devonshire, he had earned a great reputation overseas as well as in Britain. It
was here that he collected two hundred folk songs and collaborated with Cecil
Sharp. One of these, Widdicombe Fair is known by all. SB-G and others
considered this collection to be his finest achievement but what is not widely
known is that he would take some of the royalties he received around to the
singers, some of whom lived in near poverty. He gave literary credit where it
was due and was scrupulous in his dealings. Let us hope the bogey with
regard to the authenticity of OCS can now be laid to rest once and for all.

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Orange and lemon are wonderful flavours that chicken breasts readily absorb
and blend with. This is a classic quick and easy meal, quite fulfilling as a main
course with plain rice or salad.

Ingredients

120z (3509) boneless chicken breasts
1 tbs vegetable oil

2 tbs garlic, coarsely chopped

1 tsp ginger, finely chopped

2 tsp orange zest, finely grated

2 tsp lemon zest, finely grated

4 tbs orange juice

4 tbs lemon juice

1 tbs light soy sauce,

1 tbs sugar

1 tsp corn-flour mixed with 1 tsp water
1 tsp chilli bean sauce,

2 tsp sesame oll

3 tbs spring onions, coarsely chopped.

Method

1.

Remove the skin from the chicken and cut the meat into long strips.
Blanch the chicken for 30 seconds in a pot of boiling, salted water. Drain
and set aside.

Heat a frying pan until it is hot, then add the oil, garlic and ginger. Stir fry
the mixture for 10 seconds and add the rest of the ingredients. Bring the
mixture to a simmer, add the chicken and cook through. Serve at once.
